• Steering Wheel Puller (Recommended)

 

SAFETY REQUIREMENTS: 
 

• Always wear safety glasses and any necessary protective garments. If using any fluids, chemicals, or 
solvents, a respirator is recommended. 

• Always turn the ignition to the OFF position and disconnect the NEGATIVE battery terminal. 
• Always use properly rated jack stands when working under your vehicle. 
• Always keep limbs and parts away from moving drivetrain parts. 
• Only operate drivetrain in safe space and well-ventilated areas. 

 

BEFORE YOU BEGIN: 
 

Remove contents from the Z1 Motorsports 370Z Steering Wheel Replacement and verify that ALL necessary 
hardware is present.  
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PROCEDURE: 
 

1. Place the transmission in Park position (or in Reverse gear if equipped with a manual transmission). Apply 
the parking brake.  

 
2. Turn the Steering Wheel until the Front Wheels are straight.  

 
3. Open and support the hood of the vehicle.  

 
4. Disconnect the (-) NEGATIVE battery terminal.  

 
5. Let the car sit for half an hour, this will allow all power to drain out to prevent the Airbag from potentially 

going off.  
 

6. Remove the (2) two Covers hiding the (2) two bolts securing the Airbag to the Steering Wheel. Figure 1.  
 

7. Remove the (2) two bolts securing the Airbag to the Steering Wheel. These need a TORX Tamper Resistant 
T30 bit. It is recommended to replace these bolts after removal. Figure 1.

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8. Remove the Airbag from the Steering Wheel, it is held on by (2) two connectors. Disconnect them and 
remove the Airbag. Figure 2. 

 
NOTE: The connectors have a small clip that must be pushed upwards to remove. Figure 3.

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9. Disconnect the Gray Connector for the Button Controls on the Steering Wheel. Figure 4.  

 
10. Using an impact gun, remove the nut in the center of the Steering Wheel. Figure 5.

11. Using a Steering Wheel Puller, remove the OE Steering Wheel. If you do not have a Steering Wheel Puller, 
grab the Steering Wheel at the top and bottom and rock the wheel back and forth to loosen it. Figure 6.  

 
12. With the Steering Wheel Removed, use a T40 Torx Bit to remove the (2) two bolts in the Steering Wheel.

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13. Remove the Metal Retainer from the Steering Wheel. Figure 8. 

 
14. Remove the (2) two Screws and upper piece of the Steering Wheel. Figure 9.

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15. Release the (4) four Clips from the Rear Plastic Trim and remove the Trim from the vehicle. Figure 10.  

 
16. Follow Steps 12-15 in reverse order to transfer the Steering Wheel Trim and Internals to the new Z1 Wheel.

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17. Reinstall the Wheel onto the Steering Shaft. Make sure to line up the Dashes of the Steering Wheel and 
Steering shaft so the wheel is straight. Figure 11.  

 
18. Reinstall the Steering Wheel Nut. Torque to 25 ft-lbs.  

 
19. Follow Steps 6-9 to reconnect wiring and reinstall the Airbag into the Steering Wheel.  

 
20. Reconnect the (-) NEGATIVE Battery Terminal.
