Study these instructions completely before proceeding to assembly. The installer must have a thorough knowledge of
automotive systems operation. If unfamiliar with any of the concepts outlined in this instruction, we recommend the
installation be completed by a qualified professional.

SAFETY REQUIREMENTS:

¢ Always wear safety glasses and any necessary protective garments. If using any fluids, chemicals, or

solvents, a respirator is recommended.

BEFORE YOU BEGIN:

Remove contents from the Z1 Motorsports G37 Steering Wheel Control Bracket and verify that ALL necessary

hardware is present.

This guide assumes you have a Z1 Motorsports Steering Wheel Hub Adaptor, or another equivalent Hub Adaptor.

This bracket will not work with a factory Steering Wheel.

Torque Wrench
TORX T30 Bit
Screwdrivers

Always turn the ignition to the OFF position and disconnect the NEGATIVE battery terminal.
Always use properly rated jack stands when working under your vehicle.
Always keep limbs and parts away from moving drivetrain parts.
Only operate drivetrain in safe space and well-ventilated areas.
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PROCEDURE:

1. Place the transmission in Park position (or in Reverse gear if equipped with a manual transmission). Apply
the parking brake.

2. Open and support the hood of the Vehicle.
3. Turn the Steering Wheel until the wheel and wheels are straight.
4. Disconnect the NEGATIVE (-) battery terminal.

5. Remove your Steering Wheel if you have not done so already. You can find the guide to remove your
Steering Wheel and install a Z1 Steering Wheel Hub Adaptor HERE.

6. Remove your Steering Wheel Controls from your OE Steering Wheel.

a. Remove the Trim Piece from the Back of the Steering Wheel. A combination of screwdrivers and
Trim Removal Tools may be needed. Figure 1.

b. Disconnect Horn connector.
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c. Remove the (3) three screws securing the Controls to the Steering Wheel. Figure 2.

d. Remove the (6) six screws holding the controls in the trim piece. Retain this hardware. Figure 3.

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e. Locate the Steering Control Bracket. Connect the OE Steering Wheel Controls to the Adaptor as
shown below in Figure 4.

f. Locate the Control Bracket Spacers (and the OE Hardware removed in Step 6-c that secured the
Steering Wheel Controls to the OE Steering Wheel. Place the Spacer over the Steering Control
Bracket tab and secure with the OE Hardware. Figure 5.

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g. Position the Steering Control Bracket on to the Hub Adaptor as shown below in Figure 6.

NOTE: The Figure below shows a 350Z Bracket being installed, the process is still the same.

h. Secure the Steering Control Bracket with either a Quick Release Hub, Wheel Spacer, or a Steering
Wheel of your choice to the Wheel Hub with (6) six Hex Head Screws. Figure 7.

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7. Your Z1 Steering Control Bracket is now installed, if you are using any of the below products, follow the
instructions included with them below:

- Z1 Steering Wheel Quick Release

- Z1 Steering Wheel Spacer
